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Dubai : Emirates signed two Memorandum of Understan-dings (MoUs)
with Vietnam Airlines and Viet]Jet, aimed at strengthening connectivity
and offering more travel choices between Dubai and its Vietnamese
gateways Ho Chi Minh City and Hanoi. The MoUs were signed on the
sidelines of the Vietnam-UAE Business Forum, held at the Hilton Dubai
Palm Jumeirah hotel in Dubai on October 28.

Emirates currently operates daily services to both Ho Chi Minh City and
Hanoi, utilising its Boeing 777. The airline will further add a second
daily flight to Ho Chi Minh City starting from January 15, 2025.
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
