In the 70s and 80s, Taufiq led Galaxy Travel to become a distinguished
corporate travel service provider in Bangladesh to various government
entities, corporate houses, local and foreign banks, MNCs, and NGOs.
This established Galaxy’s position at the forefront of the country’s travel
and aviation community.

Driven by a lifelong fascination with travel and an ambition to connect
Bangladesh with the rest of the world, Taufiq guided Galaxy to bring
multiple global airlines into the Bangladesh market. During his tenure,
Galaxy became the General Sales Agent (GSA) for numerous carriers
including United Airlines, Ansett Australia, Kingfisher Airlines, Qatar
Airways, Thai Airways, Spice Jet, Saudia, Oman Air, Jazeera Airways,
and more.

Beyond building a robust corporate portfolio, Taufiqg also played a
pivotal role in advancing the country’s broader travel landscape. As a
founding force behind the Association of Travel Agents of Bangladesh
(ATAB) and a three-term elected President of the Tour Operators
Association of Bangladesh (TOAB), he championed higher industry
standards, better policy frameworks, and collective growth.
