Sharjah: Air Arabia has announced the resumption of direct flights
between Sharjah and Beirut, Lebanon.

Earlier, Emirates has issued updates on scheduled flights to Lebanon
and Iraq, indicating that the suspension of flights to Beirut has been
extended until the end of the year. In the case of Iraq, Emirates has
announced the cancellation of all flights to and from Baghdad until
November 30, 2024.
