Even more, Romman highlighted a significant side benefit: "Once
travelers get a valid US visa, it often opens doors for on-arrival or easier
visas in countries like the UK, Canada, Schengen nations, Australia, and
Japan. So, this is more than just a sports trip; it's a gateway for broader
travel opportunities."
